The coach driver that day was Roy Saunders; he was touched by the way in whicldtba ahill their families
coped. Seeing the smiles on the children’s faces and how such a small trip had Iiftedegsespirits, inspired him
and some friends to raise money for regular outings for local children with cawciredr families, to enjoy stress
free, all expenses paid trips.
